FortisAlberta Distributed Generation Customer – Frequently Asked Questions
Q. Does FortisAlberta Inc. (FortisAlberta) allow generation to be connected to their electrical distribution system?

A.  Yes, provided that safety, reliability, and other customers are not negatively impacted by it.

Q.  How do I know if safety, reliability, and other customers are impacted?

A.  FortisAlberta would work with you or your electrical consultant to determine what is required to connect the generator to the distribution system without any detrimental effects.  

Q.  Are there any costs involved?

A.  Yes, there are three components.

· Distribution Impact Study

· Distribution Design and Construction
· If required, charges from third parties (AltaLink for any transmissions costs).

Q.  What does an impact study cost and what is included with it?

A.  It is $500 plus GST per land location to be paid before FortisAlberta begins the distribution impact study.  The information obtained is the effect on our existing distribution system to ensure that established criteria are adhered to.  

Q.  What are the actual distribution design and construction costs?  

A.  Costs will vary depending on the complexity of the interconnection requirements, which include the following:  

· How close the site is to our existing distribution system.  Anything greater than 150 kW would require a 3-phase connection.

· The type of generation.


These costs include the distribution design and construction to the point of interconnection, which will be determined by FortisAlberta and the Generating Customer.

Q.  Are there any tariff rates?

A. 
Currently FortisAlberta does not have a tariff rate for the electricity produced by the generator and sent to the grid.  All customers however who have electrical distribution facilities in place for either their own load needs or standby capabilities will receive or continue to receive distribution charges, through their Retailer, in accordance to FortisAlberta Inc. Customer Terms and Conditions of Distribution Access Service.
Q.  How do I receive revenue from my generator?

A.
FortisAlberta does not buy or sell electricity.  All sales and purchase of electricity should be discussed with the Alberta Electric System Operator.
