Description of Operation

The DG Customer Facility consists of:

FortisAlberta’s Facilities consist of:

Point of Interconnection / Disconnect:
The Point of Interconnection / Disconnect has been designated as switch # XXX.  FortisAlberta’s personnel (Operator-in-Charge & Qualified Utility Employee-in-Charge) are the only persons who have the authority to operate this device.  This switch will be used to isolate the generator from FortisAlberta’s system.

Switching Procedure to Isolate DG Customer Facility:

· FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge will call the DG Customer Operator-in-Charge to arrange for a shutdown of the DG Customer Facility including load

· Once the generator has been shutdown the DG Customer Operator-in-Charge will immediately inform FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge of its status

· The FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge will then isolate the DG Customer Facility

· The isolation of the DG Customer Facility will be done by FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge by opening, locking and tagging switch # XXX under his authority

Please note that if FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge arrives on site to find the generation still on line and the DG Customer Operator-in-Charge is not available to shutdown the unit/s.  FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge will proceed to shutdown the generation by opening, locking and tagging switch # XXX under his authority.

The DG Customer is not allowed to use switch #XXX to provide him with an isolation from FortisAlberta’s system while the switch is tagged and locked by FortisAlberta unless the DG Customer has written authorization from FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge.

Switching Procedure to Re-connect DG Customer Facility:

· FortisAlberta’s Operator-in-Charge or the Qualified Utility Employee-in-Charge will remove the tag and close in switch #XXX

6.0
Power Quality Standards

The DG Customer must demonstrate its compliance with the following power quality requirements:

Voltage & Voltage Regulation:

The DG Customer Facility shall not adversely affect the voltage and voltage regulation on any part of FortisAlberta’s Facilities.  At the Point of Interconnection, the DG Customer three-phase voltages must conform to CSA CAN3-C235-83.

Harmonics:

The DG Customer must not cause an unacceptable level of harmonics during operation of the DG Customer Facility.  Limits on acceptable voltage and current distortion, telephone interference limits, measurement approaches and mitigation suggestions are detailed in the attached Harmonic Specification For Harmonic Producing Customers Connected to the FortisAlberta Inc.’s System, which is included as Appendix B to these Operating Procedures.

Voltage Fluctuations:

The DG Customer must not cause an unacceptable level of voltage fluctuation during starting, operation, or shutdown of the DG Customer Facility.  FortisAlberta’s standard on voltage flicker limits are shown in the Voltage Flicker Limit Guidelines For Voltage Flicker Producing Customers Connected To The FortisAlberta Inc. System that is included as Appendix C to these Operating Procedures.

7.0 
Suspension of Interconnection

If the operation of the DG Customer Facility or quality of electric energy supplied does not meet operating standards as specified, FortisAlberta has the right to take reasonable and expedient corrective action in accordance with the Agreement, including but not limited to the right to disconnect the DG Customer Facility until compliance is demonstrated. 

If the DG Customer is not meeting the operating requirements of FortisAlberta, the DG Customer Operating Authority must provide written documentation to FortisAlberta’s Operating Authority detailing the reason for non-compliance and corrective measures taken.  FortisAlberta’s Operating Authority shall subsequently provide a written response to the DG Customer Operating Authority to either grant continued connection or re-connection of the DG Customer Facility to  FortisAlberta’s Facilities, or, in the event that  FortisAlberta’s Operating Authority is not satisfied with the resolution, request an acceptable resolution and maintain the right to disconnect or continue the disconnection of the DG Customer Facility.

Access

Access or inspections will be arranged by the Operator-in-Charge for each of the Parties.

9.0
Notice of Changes to Protection & Control
The DG Customer Operating Authority shall notify FortisAlberta’s Operating Authority in writing of any intention to alter the settings on any protection and control devices that could affect FortisAlberta’s Facilities and the final settings shall be established by mutual agreement between the Parties in accordance with the amendment provisions of the Agreement.
