Method of Disconnecting (Isolating) Generator from Distribution System
A disconnecting method is required to simultaneously isolate the generator from FortisAlberta’s distribution system.  The disconnecting method can be on FortisAlberta’s or the generating customer’s side of the interconnecting transformer.

Disconnection shall:

· be rated to break generation, and

· be within 5 metres of the interconnection point, and

· be capable of being energized from both sides, and 

· plainly indicate whether in the "open" or "closed" position, and
· have contact operation verifiable by direct visible means, and

· have provision for being locked in the "open" position, and 

· be capable of being open at rated load, and

· be capable of being closed with safety to the operator with a fault on the system, and

· disconnect all ungrounded conductors of the circuit simultaneously, and

· be readily accessible to FortisAlberta personnel to operate, and 

· be periodically inspected and maintained.
