Interconnection Equipment Ownership
The following describes the ownership of interconnection equipment for the generating facility:
1) Disconnecting equipment on FortisAlberta’s side of the interconnection transformer (i.e. 25 kV airbreak) will be owned and maintained by FortisAlberta.

2) Disconnecting equipment on generating customer’s side of the interconnection transformer (i.e. low voltage) will be owned and maintained by the generating customer.

3) If no FortisAlberta supplied customer load is at the generator site, the interconnecting transformer will be owned and maintained by the generating customer.

4) If there is substantial FortisAlberta supplied customer load at the generator site, FortisAlberta may agree to own and maintain the interconnecting transformer.

5) Power line facilities up to the disconnecting equipment on FortisAlberta’s side of the interconnecting transformer will be owned by FortisAlberta. All other facilities not addressed above will be owned and maintained by the generating customer.
